“You call it addiction, I call it passion”: the views of an African gambler in Finland
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Gambling in Finland is often viewed from its adverse effects on individuals and their families. There are increasing concerns over pathological or problem gambling, with addiction as a major area of interest. Gambling addiction is seen as not just spending too much money and time in gaming; it has many other negative impacts for the individual. But these views of the adverse effects of gambling usually come from non gamblers. The views of gamblers themselves could be totally different. An African gambler sees his gambling practices as a passion rather than addiction. For him, gambling is something uniquely positive. 
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
