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It is commonly known that some – or even many – gamblers use also leaned money when they play. Some of them get into serious economic problems – but not all. The topic of this paper is a group of questions, to which I try to answer leaning on empirical material collected  in research-project led by myself (years 2007–2008). The research-questions are: to what kinds of ways of gambling, to which gambling-games, or to which ways of leaning money the falling into debts is connected? Or are there some other factors, which seem to explain (at least partly), why some players gambling on credit can handle the situation and some cannot, and fall into big difficulties with their debts. What about the impact of gender, for example?
This paper is based on my research-groups’ empirical study conducted in 2007–2008. We gathered both a quantitative data (an internet- survey with non-representative sample, N =576) as well as qualitative interviews among those, who had at least sometimes in their life gambled on credit. I will present the main results of our research-group (myself and two junior, assisting researchers). In this working-paper I take up also certain interesting and surprising phenomena. I would like to discuss especially about the interpretation-possibilities of them.
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
